The company challenges ideas about Indian classical dance and creates an innovative contemporary approach which often incorporates different art forms and media.
Better known in Scotland’s capital city The Dance Ihayami School also provides weekly classes in Indian classical dance, Bollywood and Carnatic music in Edinburgh and Glasgow.
